Registration: Families need a ParentMail account to be able to register their children for activities 
Sign Up: By midnight on Thursday of the week before you would like them to attend. Sign-up via Parent Mail.  
Cost: There is a flat rate of £6 per child, per session, regardless of the time a child spends in the session or the number of sessions they attend.   
Vouchers & reductions: Tax-free childcare scheme can be used. Children on Free School Meals may be entitled to a subsidy.  
Last Minute: Parents can book their children into the provision ‘emergency on the day’ by phoning the School Office. This will cost £7 per child, per session.  
Activity choice: When signing up for the afternoon session, parents must select which Option (A or B) they would like their child to do during the session.  
Expectations: Standlake Superstars is not school but the expectations for good behaviour are just as high so that all children feel happy and safe.
